- An interview with Mr. Ché Carter, Principal of Huron High School,

guest to Ann-Hua 30th Anniversary Celcebration

Every morning, Huron High
School Principal Ché Carter’s voice
resonates through the halls,
challenging students to seize the
day.

“It's about your attitude,”

Carter says, “It's a reminder that your
choices and attitude play a
significant role in shaping your day

and experiences.”

For Carter, every moment

matters. “Each day, in every interaction, we have the chance to
contribute to the betterment of society,” according to the principal,
“It's an incredible privilege to be in a position where | can impact the
individuals who will shape the future and change the world.”

“Some students | connect with better than others,” Carter
admits, but the important thing is that “they know | am there to

support them, keep them safe and guide them through this part of
38



their life journey.” The principal, who describes his younger self as
an outlier, recalls that he “didn’t feel heard and only was seen when |
was disruptive or acting out.

Looking back, though, Carter says that he wouldn’t do anything
differently. “I did all | could do based on my situation at the time,” he
says, ‘I hustled and did what | needed to do. | was thoughtful and |
took risks.” When asked what advice he would give to his younger

self, he says he’d reassure him that “it’s all going to work out.”

And it did work out. “People go where they are celebrated and
not tolerated,” according to Carter. “There are consequences to this.
| became an educator to serve others.” When asked about his
teaching career, Carter admitted that he misses it, adding, “l loved

teaching and | did it very well.”
As an educator, he says, his primary goal has always been “to

teach the whole person.” According to the principal, he “developed
positive relationships, self esteem, life skills and habits that are
transferable no matter what path my students chose. Most
importantly, | taught them to think critically and question everything ...
Once you know how you learn, you are free to learn anything.” In
addition, Carter’'s commitment to constant improvement “takes center
stage, reflecting a dedication to staying abreast of the latest

educational research and trends.” .



As a member of educational leadership, Carter’s days look a
little different. The principal starts his morning with a meditation
session to set the tone before the day unfolds. “My role as a lead
learner is not confined to the predictable,” Carter says. As the
principal of an International Baccalaureate (1B) World School, every
day is “a dynamic narrative, interwoven with diverse responsibilities
that embody the essence of leading a global educational institution.”
From the minute he sets foot on campus, Carter “immerses [himself]
in the vibrant energy, greeting students and participating in the
morning announcements that echo through the school halls.”

“I am required to address the diverse needs and expectations
of ... students, parents, faculty, and the broader school community,”
Carter shares, “Balancing these interests and beliefs requires
finesse, as decisions must align with the overarching goal of

advancing student achievement.”

The principal's role involves a plethora of interactions as he
attends meetings, visits classrooms, and responds to complex
scenarios that demand immediate attention. “The core responsibility
of ensuring the safety and well-being of our students and faculty is a
constant undercurrent, underscoring each day,” Carter says,

addressing a long-term goal he has at Huron. “Crisis management
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becomes an inevitable reality. Responding adeptly to unforeseen

challenges, | strive to uphold quality control in all aspects of the

school's operations, reinforcing the commitment to excellence.”

Although his days aren’t
without their ups and downs,
Carter says he “chooses not to
dwell on dislikes.” For him, “the
privileges and opportunities to
make a positive difference far
outweigh any challenges that
may arise. The overarching
sense of purpose and the
potential for meaningful impact
make every aspect of the job
immensely rewarding.”

Carter leads one of the
most diverse school
populations in the county, a
job that “requires ongoing
learning.” For him,

“‘communication is

paramount, extending beyond
the school walls to engage with
various stakeholders and
manage financial resources
effectively.” The principal also
highlights the importance of
teamwork, which he says is
“woven into the fabric of each
day” and “fosters a sense of
unity” among students, faculty
and staff.

The life-long Ann Arborite
adds, “our city is ethnically,
culturally, racially, and socio
economically diverse.” His
upbringing has allowed him to
“experience many vantage

points,” something that he says
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has prepared him to “connect
with people on many different
levels.” Carter, who describes
himself as a lead learner, says
that he’s “never stopped learning
about other people's
experiences.”

In fact, Carter says his
Master's thesis in college was
titled “Teaching the diverse
Learner,” which, according to
the principal, was a catalyst in
his journey as an educator.
For him, communicating with
people of various backgrounds
“involves an understanding
and respect for diverse
cultural backgrounds, values,
norms, and behaviors. It also
includes the ability to adapt,
learn, and navigate various

cultural contexts.”

Thus, when students at
Clague Middle School mentioned
that their weekend plans involved
Ann-Hua Chinese school, Carter,
Clague’s principal at the time,
jumped at the opportunity. On
November 3rd, 2019, he visited
Ann-Hua on WCC'’s campus at
Ann-Hua Chinese School

Principal Lingzhi Chen’s invitation.

“My primary focus was on
understanding my students’
experiences,” Carter remembers,
“However, | must admit | felt a
certain level of nervousness. |
was keen on being respectful and
honoring the cultural context,
pondering questions like what to
wear and how to greet the
leadership and families in a

culturally appropriate manner.” ,,



Nonetheless, Carter says his
“genuine curiosity and the desire to
approach the experience with
cultural sensitivity” guided him
throughout the visit. “We are
always learning new things when
we step outside of our comfort
zone,” he adds, “| truly believe that
this is only the beginning.”

Carter was invited to the
Ann-Hua Chinese School 30-year
Anniversary Celebration on
December 16th, 2023. “| entered
with an open mind and heart,” he
shares, “this opportunity prompted
me to reflect on the significance of
memory and history. | believe ... |
can become a better person and a
more effective principal,
contributing to the restoration of
unity, continuity, and purpose in

our educational community.”

The principal’s recent visit
to Ann-Hua may just be the
beginning. “As a principal, |
would view a collaboration
between a public school like
Huron and a school like
Ann-Hua Chinese School as a
potentially enriching and
beneficial opportunity for
students,” he says. Although
there are “no immediate plans
yet,” Carter is optimistic about
working together. “The
possibility of such collaborations
is often based on shared goals,
mutual interests, and the
commitment of both
institutions,” he says. “Anything
is possible. If well-executed, [a]
collaboration [with Ann-Hual]
has the potential to broaden the

horizons of AAPS students and
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create a more globally-minded educational experience.”

Carter also says that he hopes “Ann-Hua students, parents,
teachers, and the school [could] share information with the
leadership team at Huron High School.” Having a roster of Huron
students who are also attending Ann-Hua would help, he thinks.
“I'd like to hear from my students as to how they are experiencing
Huron and help me to maximize their voice and experiences in this
large institution,” he says, and “foster a collaborative spirit by
exchanging communications and event opportunities between the

two schools, promoting cohesion and a sense of community.”

He adds, “At Huron we could prioritize a supportive
environment for students that attend Ann-Hua, emphasizing the
value of continuous learning and adaptability and collaboration.
Seek opportunities for educational partnerships with Huron High
School to enhance the overall learning experience or service

projects.”

Carter’s grandmother used to say that he “was a gift to the
world.” His excellent leadership, caring and compassion make it

clear that she was right.
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
